Welcome to Vitale Park

Located in Lakeville, NY, on the north
shore of Conesus Lake—the western-
most of New York’s famed Finger
Lakes—Vitale Park is a recreational and
educational public park owned and
maintained by the Town of Livonia. After
Letchworth State Park, Vitale is the
second-most visited park in Livingston
County.

A bit of history

The original section of Vitale Park
was purchased from area resident
Joseph Vitale. The park was opened
in 1991 and, thanks to such ameni-
ties as a perimeter walking trail, pic-
nic facilities, playground area, and
year-round rest rooms, the park
quickly became an ideal venue for
anyone who loves the outdoors.

Free Sunday evening concerts command
large audiences on land and water
throughout the summer months.

A new section, named “Freedom
Point,” has nearly doubled the size
of the park. When the purchase of
additional acreage to the west of the
original park was approved by Liv-
onia residents in 2003, a dedicated
group of volunteers and sponsors
worked long and hard to transform
the land into a beautiful addition to
Vitale Park.
